1.  OPT workshop: | understand that | need to attend an OPT workshop before | am able to apply for OPT

through ISSP.

30-day filing deadline: | understand that my OPT application (all supporting documents) must reach
USCIS Service Center no later than 30 days from the date my new Form I-20 is issued. | am responsible for
assuring timely delivery and if | fail to mail within the 30 days of the signature date on my I-20 than | must
notify ISSP.

Express mail/tracking method: | understand that | should mail my OPT documents by a mail method
where | can track my package and assure properly delivery.

Mailing address: | understand that | am responsible for notifying the International Student Advisor
immediately, if | move from the address that | listed on my I-765 application. | understand that if | do not
notify the International Student Advisor, | could risk delays in notification and/or my EAD card being
undelivered (USCIS mail is not forwarded even if you put in a change of address at your local post office).

OPT start date: | am responsible for choosing the employment start dates which will be recorded on the
OPT advisor recommendation form and on my Form |-20. An OPT start date must begin no earlier than
the day after your completion date of your academic courses and no later than 60 after your
completion date.

Failure to complete program requirements: | understand that if | fail to complete all the requirements of
my program, | must request an extension of my Form I-20 prior to the program end date found in the
middle part of my latest I-20. | know that this may invalidate or otherwise effect the post-completion OPT
authorization, prior to beginning post-completion OPT.

Periods of unemployment during Post-completion OPT: | understand that | may not accrue an aggregate
of no more than go days of unemployment. | will keep thorough and accurate records of my employment
and request an updated I-20 every time | change employer, and any periods of unemployment. If | accrue
more than go days than my SEVIS record will be terminated and | must transfer my SEVIS record to a new
program of study or exit U.S. | also understand that volunteer work is considered employment if | work at
least 20 hours a week in major related positions.

Beginning Employment: | may not begin work until | have the OPT Employment Authorization Document
(EAD-card) in my possession and the start date of the EAD has been reached. To work prior to receipt of

my EAD card and prior to my start date will constitute unauthorized employment and a violation of my F-1
status.

Limits on future periods of OPT: | understand that | am eligible for only one 12-month period of OPT per
educational level (e.g. bachelor’s, master’s, Ph.D.). And if | am in a STEM field, | am eligible for an extension
of 24 months of OPT, but | must apply for this extension up to go days prior to the end of my OPT.

Traveling outside the U.S.: | understand that if | travel outside the U.S., during post-completion OPT
without the following items, | will experience difficulty when returning and could, in fact, be prohibited
from re-entering the U.S.
a. Valid passport
b. F-1visathat will be valid on the day | plan to return to the U.S. If | do not have a visa that will be
valid for my return than | will obtain one at a U.S. consulate or embassy while outside the U.S. |
understand the potential risk of denial of a visa and if denied | will not be allowed into the U.S.
c. Travel signature on my Form I-20 that is less than 6 months old from the day | plan to return U.S.
OPT Employment Authorization Document (EAD card —also known as OPT card)
e. Letter from employer to prove employment or show employment upon return to U.S.

60-day “grace” period after OPT: | understand that | am permitted a period of 60 days to remain in the
U.S. following the end date on my OPT/EAD card. | may not work during this period of time.

Health Insurance: | understand that while  am in the U.S. that | must maintain health insurance coverage.

STEM eligible majors. | understand that if | am in a Science, Technology Engineering or Math field that |
may apply for a 24-month extension before my OPT expires.

EAD Card and Offer Letter: | understand that | must e-mail or bring a copy of my offer letter and OPT
Employment Authorization Document (EAD) to ISSP as soon as it is issued by USCIS. ISSP will e-mail me
an OPT Employment Update link for me to report employment information so that ISSP could generate
me an |-20 with updated employment information.

SEVP Portal: | understand that SEVP Portal is a tool that allows me on to report address, telephones and
employer information within 10 days of change to the Student and Exchange Visitor Program (SEVP)
during. I will receive an account creation email from Do-not-reply.sevp@associates.ice.dhs.gov on or after
OPT start date from.

Reporting Requirements: | understand that in order to maintain my immigration status while on post-
completion OPT, I must complete both OPT Employment Update reporting and SEVP Portal reporting.
